Minutes:

1. With a quorum present, the meeting was called to order at 7:07pm.

2. Minutes from the January 19, 2011 meeting were reviewed and approved with changes.

3. Committee Members
a) Tess will pursue inviting Scott Shew to our next meeting to present an update on EMT services in the area.

4. Special Project Discussions: Crime Stats from Chauncey; March 22nd Presentation
a) Are the number of incidents correct?  
b) Chauncey clarified the discrepancy between the pie charts.
c) Chauncey will present the crime stats at the March 22nd council meeting.
d) Laurie Kyker will be contacted for additional information and an explanation of the stats.
e) There is a noticeable low report volume compared to the overall total number of incidents reported.
f) The presentation should be adjusted to show the village census 2009 vs 2010 vs 2011 year to date.
g) Copies of the presentation are due to council by March 21st.
h) The final presentation should include the comp stats for the surrounding villages and towns.
  
5. Special Project Discussions: Clean-up Day
a) Clean-up Day will be held on April 30, 2011.
b) Participants should have reflector vests.  Tess will check to see is some can be secured.
c) State DOT will need to be advised of which roads will be manned.

6. New Business
a) Donna Pascuita  resigned from the committee.
b) Tess will approach Mayor Horvath about moving Carol Mullis up from Alternate status to fill the position vacated by Donna Pascuita.
c) The time to begin setting up meetings for National Night Out is now.  It was mentioned that Nancy Schneeberger and Becky Plyler should be on the committee as well as Denise Horvath and Karen Horvath.  Fire trucks have been committed; the dental office of Hull and Coleman has expressed an interest; McDonald's can be approached.  It was also noted that Target still supports NNO and perhaps the Explorer Group can assist.  Also, the village newsletter should contain mention of the National Night Out.
d) Fall Festival will be held October 1, 2011.  Perhaps the Explorer Group could conduct a bicycle rally.
e) An update was provided of the Town Council Advance session.  A few points were made about the Advance dinner: an agenda would have added structure and an introduction of all attendees would have been nice.  
f) It was mentioned that if EMS is going to come Wesley Chapel, the Safety Committee should be involved with the design proposal.
g) A spotlight on the Safety Committee and what the committee does should be included in the village newsletter.  Additionally, the letter should include a copy of the smoke detector news release attached to these minutes.
h) A traffic study was performed at the intersection of Antioch Church Road and Highway 84/Weddington Road.  Under consideration by the DOT is a left hand turn lane on Highway 84 and/or straightening of the intersection to a 90-degree angle.  All is based however on funding.
i) Recommended that speed limits in the village be reviewed.
j) Reflective tape for addresses on mailboxes was discussed again.  However, there are potential conflicts with Home Owner Association by-laws.
k) A brief discussion of the Side Walk grants ensued.
l) There was a review of the different types of smoke detectors.  Refer to the attachment.  It was recommended that this be included in the village newsletter.
m) Where will Petsmart be located?  In the Target shopping center along the side where all junior anchors will be housed.

7. The next meeting will be Tuesday, May 10, 2011 at 7:00pm.  The meeting will be conducted at Wesley Chapel Village Hall.

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Cincinnati, OH (WXIX) - We've all been told the importance of having a working smoke detector in our
home. But do you have the right one? Is it enough?

There are three different kinds of smoke detectors: ionization, photoelectric and dual, or the ones that have
both kinds of sensors.

Depending on what kind of fire erupts, having the right one could mean the difference between life and
death.

That's what Dean Dennis has learned the hard way. His daughter Andrea, a college student, died in a fire
seven years ago.

"Her house also had ionization smoke alarms in it, " said Dennis. "Some of them were disabled. Some of
them worked. All of the kids died of smoke inhalation. None of them got burned to death.”

Doug Turnball's daughter, Julie, also a college student, died in a house fire nearly two years later.

"Not all smoke detectors are created equal," he said. "My daughter died in a house that had 17 ionization
smoke detectors, and by the time the very first one went off three kids had died.”

Both fatal fires were slow, smoldering ones. In those type of fires, the photoelectric smoke detectors go off
right away but the dual and ionization detectors take a minute longer to go off.

Firefighters say a minute could mean the difference between life or death.

Experts say the problem is most people don't know there's a difference. Most homes come with ionization
smoke detectors in them.

They contain a small amount of radioactive material that produces a small electric current between two
plates. When that current is disrupted by smoke, the alarm sounds.

They're the cheapest on the market, costing about $5-$10. They go off quickly with fast burning fires but
respond slowly to smoldering ones.

Those fires are detected best with photoelectric smoke detectors. They cost $15 and have a light source that
detects scattering smoke particles.

"If fire officials had really understood the difference between the two technologies, like they're starting to
learn now, there's a good chance our kids would be alive today,” Dennis said.

Experts also say photoelectric detectors have fewer false alarms so you're less likely to take out that battery
to stop it from screaming. Studies show as many as a third of all smoke alarms in U.S. homes are
disconnected which could account for hundreds of fire deaths each year.
