1.  Call to Order, Pledge of Allegiance, Invocation Time Stamp 0:00 

Mayor Kapfhammer led the Pledge of Allegiance and Council Member Rodriguez gave the 

invocation. 

 

2. Public Comments  Time Stamp:  1:14 

Diana Bowler requested approval of the established events at the park for the Easter egg hunt, 

Barbecue, and fall bash and that the town provide portable restrooms and advertisements.  She 

noted the three new events are a small summer concert, a flagpole raising (need a location and 

lighting), and a Christmas tree lighting of the cedar near the pier. 

 

Elaine Rosoff spoke to complain regarding disposal of town property, noting NC statutes require 

a record of disposal.  Her concern was on the disposal of the columns from the old house at the 

park.  She also requested Council keep the park monument sign. 

 

Danielle Acker, Chair of the Youth Council, spoke regarding the lack of respect shown to her by 

Council Member Como at recent meetings, and noted she was willing to answer comments, but 

asked that comments be emailed to her ahead of time. 

 

Benjamin Godby, who did the park monument sign as an Eagle Scout project, asked that we 

provide better direction in the future for scouts. He was crestfallen to hear after all his efforts that 

a building permit was needed for the sign.   

      

3.  Additions, Deletions, and Adoption of Agenda  Time Stamp 10:23  

The times for the public hearings in January that are on the consent agenda were changed to 6:30 

pm.  Three items were added to the consent agenda: 1. to approve up to three Youth Council 

members and a chaperone to attend the YLA, 2. to approve the Fire Suppression Contract with 

Stallings Fire Department, and 3. the call for public hearings on four ordinances was moved to 

consent from regular agenda, and the date for the public hearings changed to February 13, 2017 

at 6:30 pm.  The report from the Code Enforcement officer and the approval of the code 
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enforcement report was tabled to February.  An item was moved from consent agenda to the 

regular agenda to approve the 2017 Council regular meeting schedule.  Youth Council 

Committee report was moved up after the finance report, and an item added for the Eagle Scout 

project added there.   It was requested that Wesley Chapel Friends of Parks and Rec submit in 

writing information on their request to approve 2017 events, and the item to approve their events 

was changed to just approve the three existing events.  Two items from New Business were 

tabled to January – Completed Scout Projects, and Trees at the Park.

FIRE SUPPRESSION CONTRACT 

Village of Wesley Chapel, NC - Resolution 2016-09 
  
 THIS CONTRACT, made and entered into this 12th day of December, 2016, by 
and between the Village of Wesley Chapel, a municipal corporation, hereinafter referred 
to as “Village”, and Stallings Volunteer Fire Department Inc., a duly organized rural fire 
department, hereinafter referred to as “Department”. 
 
 WHEREAS, the Village desires to provide fire protection to its citizens. However, 
the Village does not have a municipal fire department to furnish such service, and 
 
 WHEREAS, the Department has the ability to provide fire protection to the 
Village, and will agree to provide needed service, 
 
 NOW THEREFORE, the Village and the Department hereby contract for fire 
protection for the Village, by the Department according to the following terms and 
conditions. 
 

1. Term – The term of this contract shall be one year commencing on the 12th 
day of December, 2016.  Thereafter, this contract shall continue from year to 
year unless terminated by either party.  Termination shall be made by written 
notice from the terminating party to the other party at least thirty (30) days 
prior to the end of the then current term. 

 
2. Service Responsibility - Fire Suppression – The Department’s units and 

personnel shall be routinely dispatched by the Union County 
Communications’ Center to all fire emergencies in the Village within its 
district. 

 
The Department shall record and maintain an Alarm Record of each incident 
within the Village in accordance with State requirements. 

 
The Department shall be responsible to equip and train its firefighters in a 
manner consistent with applicable regulations of the North Carolina 
Department of Insurance. 

 
3. Service Responsibility - Emergency Medical – The Village does not provide 

emergency medical services, this being a function of Union County; therefore, 
the Department shall provide only those emergency medical services in the 
Village that it was providing prior to this agreement and subject to any 
agreement the Department may have with Union County. 
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4. Compensation – Compensation shall be the right of the Department to 
continue its current budget process with Union County, and the County to 
assess and collect a fire tax from property owners in the Village, through the 
office of the Union County Tax Collector. 

 
5. Maintenance – The Department shall be responsible for continuing its 

customary maintenance activities. 
 

6. Response Time – The Department’s response time is expected to continue to 
be within the requirements set by the North Carolina Department of Insurance 
and in the most professional manner possible.   

 
7. Assumption of Responsibility – The Department shall assume all 

responsibility and liability for any injuries, including the death of any personnel 
of its command, and shall hold the Village harmless, with the exception of any 
known Federal, State, and/or County code(s) violation within the Village for 
which the Village has received actual written knowledge of the violation. 

 
8. Liability Coverage – The Department agrees to carry general liability 

insurance in the amount of one million dollars ($1,000,000) single limit.

6. Report from Finance Officer  Time Stamp 22:00 

Finance Officer Bennett reported that property tax receipts are up to 26% of budget.  She asked 

permission to close out the Capital Projects Fund since the town hall and park projects have both 
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been completed about $22,482 is the balance remaining.  Council Member Rodriguez motioned 

to close the Capital Projects Fund and move the balance to the General Fund.  Council Member 

Como seconded the motion. 

 The motion passed unanimously. 

 

The Finance Officer asked about the $87,196 on the balance sheet of funds assigned for the 

community center, and asked if they wanted to move it to unassigned fund balance.  Mayor Pro 

Tem Kenary motioned to move the $87,196 from assigned fund balance for the Community 

Center to the General Fund fund balance.  Council Member Rodriguez seconded the motion. 

 The motion passed 3-1 with Como voting nay. 

 

Cheryl Bennett noted she just received a price this afternoon on fixing the gate.  Council 

Member Rodriguez had talked to the gate company about several options, but we need to 

replace/fix the gate first; he also met with someone about installing cameras at the park.  Council 

Member Rodriguez motioned to use J&G Fence to fix the gate for $986.37 and ask for options to 

prevent future problems, and move $986 from artwork to gate repairs.  Mayor Pro Tem Kenary 

seconded the motion.   

 The motion passed unanimously. 

 

Village auditor Kendra Gangal, CPA reported that the financial records were in very good shape 

and the audit went very smoothly.  She explained how to read the audit report, and noted the 

government wide statements are similar to a business, and then the fund statements compare 

revenues and expenditures to budget.  Our fund balance policy is keeping 25% of budget in fund 

balance, and we are way above that.  The Mayor explained we may have large expenditures in 

the future for items such as roads and an ABC store.  Positive influences on net assets include the 

high percentage of tax collections and keeping expenditures under budget.   

 

7. Youth Council Committee – Spring Event – itemized event list with projected costs  Time 

Stamp 37:32 

Chair Danielle Acker reported on planning for the 5k race named Irish Jig-n-jog on March 18, 

2017, the race starts at 8 am and should be over by 2 pm.  Southbrook parking will be available.  

The race management and timing company is Queen City Timing.  Ms. Acker detailed the 

budgeted expenses for the festival:  games $300, food trucks at no cost, wildlife provider $350, 

prizes $100, advertisements $400, police $250, DJ $250, and vendors will be charged $25.  

Mayor Pro Tem Kenary noted the information was provided from last May’s budget session.  

Council Member Como said with $4,100 budgeted for the race and $2,000 budgeted for the 

festival, plus runners’ fees, the budget could go over $8,000 and he felt the budget was being 

inflated so we can give proceeds to a beneficiary.  Mayor Kapfhammer noted the survey showed 

people wanted events, and the Youth Council took the initiative to do the spring festival.  

Council Member Como questioned where the proceeds will go; Mayor Pro Tem Kenary said that 

has not been determined, and if there is no surplus it is moot. 

 

8. Eagle Scout Project  45:47 

Scout Alex Lubinecky handed out a map of the park location where he and Bill Duston agreed 

the swinging bench could go.  Mr. Duston pointed out the village charges a fee for a zoning 
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permit; Mayor Pro Tem Kenary motioned to waive the fee; Council Member Como seconded the 

motion. 

 The motion passed unanimously. 

Alex Lubinecky plans on concreting the bench into the ground.  He will provide the plans and 

hard copy of the scout book.   

 

9. Closed session per NC GS 143-318.11(a) (6) to discuss possible year-end bonuses and 

Closed session per NC GS 143-318.11 (a)  (3) to consult with attorney Time Stamp 51:00 

Mayor Pro Tem Kenary motioned to go into closed session per NC GS 143-318.11(a) (6) to 

discuss possible year-end bonuses and per NC GS 143-318.11 (a)  (3) to consult with attorney.  

Council Member Como seconded the motion. 

 The motion passed unanimously. 

Year-end bonuses were discussed for Village staff, and the attorney gave information on legal 

concerns related to the park fence not being on the property line and the park monument sign 

built without the required building permit.   

Council Member Como motioned to go into open session, Council Member Rodriguez seconded 

the motion. 

 The motion passed unanimously.   

 

10. Any Action on Year-end Bonuses  Time Stamp 52:55 

Council Member Rodriguez motioned to give year-end bonuses of $200 to the Zoning 

Administrator, $200 to the Administrative Assistant, $350 to the Clerk/Administrator/Finance 

Officer and $200 to the deputy.  Council Member Kaperonis seconded the motion. 

 The motion passed 3-1 with Como voting nay. 

 

11. Park Fence Time Stamp 53:37 

There was no motion to remove the fence.  Council Member Como motioned to keep the fence 

and notify the residents along the property line as identified by Bill Duston with a letter from the 

attorney that we are keeping the fence.  Council Member Rodriguez seconded the motion. 

 The motion passed unanimously. 

 

12. Park Entrance Sign Time Stamp 54:56 

Council Member Como motioned to keep the monument sign with no further actions.  Council 

Member Kaperonis seconded the motion. 

 The motion was voted on with 2 yeas (Como and Kaperonis) and 2 nays (Kenary and 

Rodriguez) so the Mayor broke the tie by voting yea, so the motion passed 3-2.   

Mayor Pro Tem Kenary asked the scout to provide the BSA project and beneficiary information 

to the clerk.  

 

13. Public Hearing on Zoning Ordinance Amendment for Definition of Restaurant and 

Action Time Stamp 57:57 

The public hearing was opened.  Bill Duston noted we have at least one restaurant with less than 

36 seats as required by the restaurant definition.  There being no speakers, the public hearing was 

closed.   
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Mayor Pro Tem Kenary motioned to approve Ord. 2016-15, incorporated herein, to amend the 

zoning ordinance for the definition of restaurant, with the statement of consistency that the Land 

Use Plan does not address restaurants; thus, the proposed text change is neither consistent nor 

inconsistent with the Land Use Plan; and the statement of reasonableness that the proposed text 

change is deemed to be reasonable as it refines the definition of “restaurants” without any 

reference to a minimal amount of seating.    Council Member Rodriguez seconded the motion. 

 The motion passed unanimously.

1. Amend the following definition in Section 2.2, “Definitions”: 

Restaurant 

As outlined in NCGS 18B-1000, An establishment substantially engaged in the business of 

preparing and serving meals.  To qualify as a restaurant, an establishment’s gross receipts from 

food and nonalcoholic beverages shall be not less than thirty percent (30%) of the total gross 

receipts from food, nonalcoholic beverages, and alcoholic beverages.  A restaurant shall also 

have a kitchen and an inside dining area with seating for at least 36 people.

One sign per project shall be permitted and shall require a Sign 

Permit, good for one (1) year and renewable, one time, for one (1) additional year and shall be 

single faced of a maximum area of twenty (20) square feet.  Announcement signs are not to be 

used to advertise real estate or subdivisions.  No illumination of announcement signs shall be 

permitted.

John Souza reported he appreciated Council having Planning Board look at the proposed police 

power ordinances.  At the November meeting they unanimously recommended approval of the 

CUP, unanimously recommended new regulations to not allow donation bins, and voted 4-1 to 

ask the planner to look at a tree ordinance to prevent clear cutting before subdividing.  A joint 

meeting with Council is planned for January 10, 2017 on conservation zoning.   Council Member 
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Como reported he attended the Planning Board meeting to bring them up to date on the clear 

cutting done by Moser.  Bill Duston spoke with the village engineer and DENR, and normally 

DENR requires a permit if you disturb more than one acre, but not if it is for agricultural 

purposes; let him know if the clear cutting results in sediment going on the road.  Council did not 

want to look at a clear cutting ordinance right now, and felt it was overreaching.   

 

Mayor Pro Tem Kenary asked Planning Board to look at parking space sizes, since there were 

revisions in length from 21 feet to 18 feet; Council consensus was for Planning Board to address 

it in January. 

 

Bill Duston reported that he spoke to Bob Cook and Bjorn Hansen about the two intersections 

identified as critical intersections earlier this year, and they would be done as 20% 

reimbursement grants, where the municipality fronts the costs.  If DOT takes over the projects, 

they sponsor them.  A phone webinar regarding CMAQ funding is next week; their application 

deadline is January 13, 2017.  Council approved for Mr. Duston to talk to officials at DOT 

regarding seeing if they would be interested in taking over the grants, they would probably 

require a 20% match.   

 

Mayor Pro Tem Kenary said she would like the cost of the sidewalks at the Highway 84 

widening project before the January 19, 2017 meeting.   

 

Old Business 

 

18. Approve Dates for Three FOPR Events at Park in 2017 Time Stamp 1:42:50 

Mayor Pro Tem Kenary noted the policy says reservations open only three months in advance of 

an event.  Council Member Como motioned to approve the dates of the three events; 

Eggstravaganza on April 15, 2017, BBQ Cook-off on May 6, 2017 and Fall Bash on October 28, 

2017.  Council Member Kaperonis seconded the motion. 

 The motion was approved 3-1 with Kenary voting nay.   

 

Council Member Como motioned to approve up to $1,000 each for the fall bash and for the 

BBQ.  He then withdrew the motion. 

 

Mayor Pro Tem Kenary questioned why FOPR said they could not help the Youth Council 

Committee, but are now proposing additional events.  Diana Bowler replied that she and Sondra 

Bradford gave a lot of specific recommendations to the Youth Council, at the time of the request 

they did not have time to devote as much as was asked for.  They are trying to work with Council 

and do a summer concert.    

 

New Business 

 

19. Donations of Town Property Time Stamp  1:58:00 

Council Member Como reported he had a call from Elaine Rosoff; the Village went through 

hoops to donate the old desks and chairs, do we follow a policy or ignore it, or pick and choose.  

He claimed items were thrown away.

20. Council Comments Time Stamp 1:59:49 

Council Member Rodriguez received an amphitheater quote, but prices are being revised since 

we are on a group contract.  He reminded Council we need to work together and speak politely 

with kids present at the meeting.   

Council Member Como said the park is still being used by an organizer who holds paid 

workouts; and we haven’t addressed a list of items such as the band shell, lights and sound 

system.  He said Southbrook Church asked our support for a new smaller sign, they will be 

asking for a County variance.  He stated the turnout on the FOPR event was over a thousand, and 

did not think spending money for smaller events was a good use of funds.   

Mayor Pro Tem Kenary said she had requested financial information from FOPR, and can’t seem 

to get it; this is taxpayer funds, and said misinformation has been portrayed as truth; and she does 

not have a personal agenda.  

 

Clerk Bennett reminded that we need to adopt the 2017 meeting schedule.  Council Member 

Como motioned to adopt the schedule with a change in the April meeting date to April 4th, and to 

add the January and February public hearing meetings at 6:30 pm.   Mayor Pro Tem Kenary 

seconded the motion. 

 The motion passed unanimously. 

 

Mayor Kapfhammer reminded that NCDOT is waiting to hear from us to make a decision on 

Hwy. 84, and noted our administrative assistant is leaving us as of December 21, 2016.
